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ATTENDANCE REMINDER

Parents, please note that if a student misses 2
days a month, they are missing 20 days a year,
30 hours of math, 60 hours of reading and
writing, and by the time they graduate, they will
have missed an entire year of school.

If a student misses 4 days a month, they are
missing 40 days for the year, 60 hours of math
instruction, 120 hours of reading and writing,
and by the time they graduate, they will have
missed 2 full years of school.

DRESS CODE REMINDER

We require students to adhere to our uniform
